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Abstract :

This study explores the development of Osaka built-up area since Meiji (1868), through
the problematic of the interaction between landscape and sociality. The urban and suburban
landscape models are analysed in their own evolution through tools, processes and actors,
often pioneers in Osaka, matrix in Japanese city planning. Then, communities (kyodotai-
gemeinschaft) and local communities (komyuniti-gesellschaft) are studied through these
models in the history and in an ecological approach. At last, the trend in sociality is got from.
Osaka, which looks like at the Chicago model, is tending today towards a compact-city where
the private holds the major part in the collaboration.
